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Riley Awards $24,000 to Gurley for Town Plan

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a grant to help the town of Gurley chart a course for its future. 

Gurley will use the $24,000 Community Development Block Grant to develop a comprehensive plan outlining its needs and an approach to addressing those needs. Gurley officials say a plan is necessary to manage the population and economic growth expected in the near future because of the town’s location near Huntsville on U.S. Highway 72.
“A comprehensive plan is a blueprint for a local government to improve the quality of life in their community,” Riley said. “An updated plan will help Gurley officials manage growth and make the best use of their resources to benefit their residents.”


The plan will address the status and improvement of various town functions, including the sewer system and commercial and industrial development. It will include an evaluation of current economic and physical conditions, a concept for the future of the town and a set of recommendations for community development. Town leaders will hold workshops and meetings to encourage residents’ participation in the plan’s development.


Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.


Riley informed Gurley Mayor Stan Simpson that the grant had been approved. Local matching funds of $6,000 will supplement the grant.
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
