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Riley Grant Helps Teen Parents in Anniston Stay Away
 From Drugs, Violence

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $38,000 to Concern for Children Inc. to help teenage parents in Anniston avoid illegal drugs and violence.


The agency will use the grant to offer classes at Anniston Middle School and Anniston High School to help teen parents understand the harm drugs and violence can do to them and their children. 


“Parents who use illegal drugs endanger not only themselves but also their children,” Riley said. “I commend Concern for Children for helping young parents understand the very serious dangers that drug use and violence pose to their ability to properly care for their children.”

Anniston High School will offer two classes entitled Teen Dynamics and Drugs and Society. The Drugs and Society course also will be offered at Anniston Middle School along with a class called Teen Living. In the semester-long classes, students will learn how to respond to challenges faced by teens every day as well as drug and violence prevention methods. Students will receive elective credit toward graduation for completing the classes.

Concern for Children is an Anniston-based agency that strengthens families through education and support to ensure children live in a safe and nurturing home. 


Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Department of Education. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award. Riley informed Rodney Sprayberry, board president, of the grant’s approval.
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
