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Riley Awards Grant to Improve 

Highway Safety in Southwest Alabama 
MONTGOMERY – Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $48,693 grant to boost traffic safety in southwest Alabama. 



The grant to the Alabama-Tombigbee Regional Planning Commission will be used to conduct a traffic safety program designed to reduce the number of traffic crashes, injuries and deaths in Choctaw, Clarke, Conecuh, Monroe, Washington and Wilcox counties. 


“This program drives home some basic safety issues that can go a long way in saving lives and reducing injuries,” Riley said. “I am pleased to provide this grant to help make Alabama’s roads safer.”


Highway safety seminars aimed at driving in rural areas will be presented at schools, health fairs and other public events to better educate the public on traffic laws and safety issues. The program will focus on the necessity of wearing seat belts and using child restraint seats, obeying traffic safety laws and increasing awareness of the dangers of drinking and driving.
Riley notified John Clyde Riggs, director of the Alabama-Tombigbee Regional Commission, that the grant had been approved. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 

The grant was awarded from funding made available to the state through a program of the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration. 
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
