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Franklin County Awarded Grant to 

Guide Children Away from Drugs

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $35,000 to the Franklin County Board of Education to change the behaviors and reduce the problems that lead children to abuse drugs.

“Every community must stand up and fight for the health and well-being of its children to ensure that they become drug-free and productive citizens,” Riley said.  “I commend Franklin County officials for taking this step toward a brighter future.”

The board plans to hire one or more specialists who will implement an action strategy known as Communities Attaining Prevention (C.A.P.) throughout the school system.  C.A.P. is a collection of programs and services designed to decrease substance abuse among youths by boosting parental and community involvement and increasing school attendance.

A prevention specialist will be responsible for programs that aim to keep children from turning to drugs as a means of dealing with or avoiding problems.  An intervention social worker will work with those children who are already using drugs.  Plans also call for specialists to develop and implement educational programs for parents and community members.

Riley notified Superintendent Bill Moss that the grant had been approved.  The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant which Riley awarded from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Education.
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
