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Riley Grant Enables Purchase of New Lights

 for Livingston Police Cars

MONTGOMERY— Police cars in Livingston will soon have better and brighter lights thanks to a grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley


The $8,200 grant will enable the Livingston Police Department to purchase new LED light bars for the tops of five police cars. The lights will increase safety, reduce maintenance time and use one-fourth the energy of halogen police lights.


“Modern and reliable equipment helps law enforcement officers better serve and protect their communities,” Riley said. “I’m pleased to provide this funding for lights to improve the visibility of police cars for the safety of officers and citizens.”


Livingston officials say many roads in the area don’t have street lights, making traffic stops dangerous because of reduced visibility. The new lights will be visible from longer distances, giving other drivers more time to react. 


The new lights will require less maintenance than their halogen predecessors because LED bulbs can burn up to 100,000 hours and the lights have no moving parts. Officials say the low maintenance is a big benefit because temporary loss of a vehicle for repair puts a strain on the small department.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state from the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award. Riley informed Livingston Mayor Thomas Tartt of the grant’s approval.
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
