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Riley Awards $8,200 to York for New Police Equipment

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a grant to help the York Police Department purchase new equipment that will help officers better perform their duties and increase safety. 


The police department will use the $8,200 grant to purchase TASERS, body armor, handcuffs, leg irons, reflective rain gear and flashlights. 


“Police officers risk their lives to protect our communities, and they deserve to have the equipment to maximize safety,” Riley said. “I am pleased to provide these funds to help the department better serve the city of York.”


Police department officials say several injuries have occurred to both police officers and suspects during arrests. The body armor will better protect police officers against injuries from knives, bullets and other assaults.

The police department will purchase TASERS, which shock offenders with electrical charges, for its six officers.  The TASERS will be used to gain control of violent or dangerous suspects when the use of deadly force is not justified or necessary. TASERS also increase the safety of police officers because they make it possible for officers to keep a distance of up to 15 feet from threats when deploying the devices. 

Officers will be trained on the proper use of the new equipment. 

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award. Riley informed Ernie Truelove, York operation manager, of the grant’s approval.
