The one-year training program will enable the company to achieve accreditation from the International Organization for Standardization and entitle it to apply for government contracts. ISO accreditation is a voluntary program that sets safety and production standards for businesses and industries.

G & E Machine Works is a precision punch and die manufacturer of parts used in the production of military and defense equipment. The company has been in business since 1978.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Labor.  
Dr. Tim Alford, director of the Office of Workforce Development, notified Debbie Johnson, plant administrative assistant, that the grant had been approved. G & E Machine Works is providing an additional $50,807 for the training. 
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
