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Riley Awards $248,290 Grant to Aid 

Domestic Violence Victims in Morgan County 
MONTGOMERY – A Huntsville-based family protection center will continue to operate a protective shelter and offer other services to Morgan County residents thanks in part to a grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. 
Riley awarded $248,290 to Crisis Services of North Alabama for the continuation of Hope Place, a satellite shelter in Morgan County. Funds will also be used to provide outreach service to domestic violence victims including a 24-hour crisis hotline, court advocacy, emergency legal aid and links to support groups to help victims and their families recover emotionally, physically and financially from their ordeal.  
“Crisis Services of North Alabama has for years been a beacon for victims and family members who often have nowhere to turn in a time of need,” Riley said. “I commend Crisis Services and all the related agencies for the work they do in helping families recover.”
The Morgan County shelter provided housing for 131 women and 103 children in 2005. 

Riley notified Tony Smith, Crisis Services board president, that the grant had been approved. Local funding of $62,073 has been pledged for the project. 
Funding for the grant was made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affair’s Law Enforcement and Traffic Safety Division is administering the grant. 
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
