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Riley Awards $60,000 to Aid Youth Officials in Morgan County  

MONTGOMERY – Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $60,000 grant to ensure timely and proper punishment of juveniles whose crimes do not require incarceration.   

The grant will fund an electronic monitoring program that confines juvenile nonviolent offenders to their homes.  Offenders will be required to wear monitoring devices that permit program supervisors to track their movements electronically.  Unannounced visits also will be conducted to verify compliance. 

 “Incarceration is not always the best answer for solving juvenile crime,” Riley said. “This program provides judges with another sentencing option for juveniles who commit crimes but do not need to be confined in detention facilities.” 

The system will enable juvenile court judges to be more flexible in sentencing and will save public funds by reducing the number of youthful offenders sent to regional or state juvenile facilities located outside the county. 

Riley notified John Glasscock, chairman of the Morgan County Commission, that the grant had been approved. Local funding of $6,666 has been pledged for the project. 

Funding for the grant was made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs’ Law Enforcement and Traffic Safety Division is administering the grant. 
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
