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Riley Awards Grant to Reduce Hunger in Alabama 
MONTGOMERY – Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $68,956 to ensure low- and fixed-income families and people suffering temporary hardships are provided nutritious meals. 

The grant will enable the Alabama Coalition Against Hunger to continue a statewide program that provides food to qualified recipients. Training is also offered to help able recipients achieve self sufficiency.

“This program provides the helping hand that some Alabamians need at a particular point in their lives,” Riley said. “While ensuring that recipients do not go hungry, the coalition also offers programs and opportunities that encourage individuals to improve their lives.”

The coalition, a branch of the Alabama Council on Human Relations, oversees a number of community-based programs throughout Alabama. The programs are designed to end childhood hunger, promote community gardens and food-share projects and promote the benefits of good nutrition and exercise. 

Riley notified Jerry Roden Jr. that the grant had been approved. Funding for the project was provided by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services. The grant is being administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs. 
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
