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Riley Awards Grant to Improve Traffic Safety 
in Central Alabama

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded to grants totaling $142,460 to the city of Montgomery to help reduce the number of deadly crashes on roads in an eight-county area.


The Central Alabama Regional Highway Safety Office will use the grants to coordinate law enforcement efforts to reduce the number of speed- or alcohol-related car crashes that result in injuries or fatalities. The safety office, based in Montgomery, serves Autauga, Bullock, Dallas, Elmore, Lee, Lowndes, Macon and Montgomery counties.


“Reckless drivers and drunk drivers endanger not only themselves but everyone else on the road as well,” Riley said. “I am pleased to support this coordinated effort to get these dangerous drivers off of our highways.”

The grant will fund the overtime pay necessary for area police departments to increase enforcement of DUI, speeding and other traffic laws in “hotspots” where crashes most often occur. Safety office officials say most hotspots are located in rural areas along interstates and state routes or at intersections within city limits.

 The highway safety office works with law enforcement agencies to develop and implement programs that emphasize the use of safety belts and child restraints.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award. Riley informed Montgomery Mayor Bobby Bright that the grant had been approved.
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
