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Riley Awards $250,000 to Improve 
Fayette County Water Service  

MONTGOMERY—A $250,000 grant, awarded by Gov. Bob Riley, will help supply safe and dependable drinking water for 89 Fayette County residents and eliminate reliance on contaminated wells and streams as a main water source. 

The Community Development Block Grant will be used to provide public water to residents in northwest Fayette County. Areas to be served include the Hubbertville community and a section of Alabama Highway 87.   

 “This project ensures that residents have an adequate water supply that is safe to drink,” Riley said. “I commend Fayette County officials for working to improve the lives of their citizens.”

Harmful bacteria that could lead to illness were found in 17 of the 18 private wells in the service area. County Health Department officials have warned residents to boil the water before consuming. 

A 100,000-gallon water tank and pumping station will be constructed to guarantee an adequate water supply for residents. The improvements also may make it feasible to provide public water to other area residents in the future. 

Riley notified RoDolphus Cotton, chairman of the Fayette County Commission, that the grant had been approved.  The county is supplying additional funding through other grants and loans.

Riley awarded the grant from funds provided to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.
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
