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Riley Awards $28,080 to Reduce 

Juvenile Crime in Montgomery County 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $28,080 grant for a program in Montgomery County aimed at reducing juvenile crime. 

The grant will fund Weekend Adolescent Intensive Treatment, a weekend program for juveniles, 10 to 15 years old, who have committed one or two non-violent offenses.  

“This early intervention program is designed to guide troubled youths away from crime and toward more productive lives,” Riley said. “I am pleased to assist in this program that teaches youngsters to make wise decisions.”  

The Montgomery County Juvenile Court system administers the program with the goal of reducing the number of serious crimes committed by 10-to-15-year-olds and decreasing the volume of cases handled by the county juvenile court system. 

Offenders are required to attend the day program on consecutive weekends. Juveniles receive academic aid and individual and group counseling. They also attend classes on conflict resolution, alcohol and drug abstention, health and hygiene.

Riley notified Todd Strange, chairman of the Montgomery County Commission, that the grant had been approved. 

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.
