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Riley Awards Grants for Limestone County Walking Trail  

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded two grants totaling $148,800 to enhance recreational opportunities in Limestone County. 

The grants will be used to develop trail heads at each end of the 10.8-mile trail which extends from the Tennessee state line at Veto, Ala. to Piney Chapel Road. 

“This project is not only an investment in the health of Limestone County residents, but it also will help promote area tourism,” Riley said. “I commend county officials for their efforts to improve the quality of life for residents and I am pleased to award this grant.”

The project involves building a parking areas and restrooms at each end of the trail and purchasing trail maintenance equipment.  

Riley notified David Seibert, chairman of the Limestone County Commission, that the grants had been approved. The county is pledging $37,200 in local funds for the project. 

The grants were awarded from funds made available to the state by the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.
