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Riley Awards Training Grant to Upgrade Worker Skills, Increase Efficiency at St. Clair Facility

MONTGOMERY—A $50,000 grant will enable workers at a Moody manufacturer to learn valuable new skills that will enhance their earning potential and make their company more efficient and competitive.
