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Riley Awards Grant for Walking Trail in Toxey

MONTGOMERY— Residents of Toxey will soon have a safe and centrally located place for outdoor exercise thanks to $23,000 awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. 


The grant will fund construction of a new walking trail outside Toxey’s community center, which is on the site of a former railroad depot now owned by the town. The paved trail, almost a mile long, will be located in an abandoned railroad bed and will be used for walking, jogging and bicycling. 


“The availability of this trail should help encourage Toxey residents to get out and get active,” Riley said. “I commend town officials for taking the initiative to provide a safe, convenient place for residents to exercise.”


Toxey officials say citizens have requested that the town construct a paved trail so they would have a safer alternative to walking or jogging along streets and highways. Officials chose to place the trail at the community center because they say its central location is easily accessible by most residents.


A town employee will maintain the walking trail, which will be open during daylight hours. 


Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Transportation’s Recreational Trails Program. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.


Riley informed Toxey Mayor Jeanette Carney that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $5,750 will supplement the grant.
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
