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Riley Grant Will Fund Trail at Hammondville Park

MONTGOMERY—Hammondville residents will soon have a new way to get their exercise thanks to a grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. 


The town will use the $43,000 grant to construct a walking trail at Hammondville Park. The almost half-mile long trail will weave through a portion of the 10-acre park. A section of the trail will pass alongside a creek. 


“This new trail will give area residents another opportunity to get out and get active,” Riley said. “I am pleased to support the efforts of Hammondville officials to improve the quality of life in their town.”


The project also includes the installation of five picnic benches, renovations to existing footbridges and landscaping to enhance the scenery in the park. 


Town officials say the trail will complement the park’s other features, which include a baseball field, a pavilion and picnic shelters for large groups. The trail will be handicapped accessible.


Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Transportation’s Recreational Trails Program. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award.


Riley informed Mayor Larry Watson that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $10,750 will supplement the grant.
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
