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Riley Awards $45,000 to Light the Way along Walking Trail in Powell

MONTGOMERY—Residents of Powell who want to take a walk in the park but can’t get there during the day may have their problem solved soon thanks to a grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.

The town will use the $45,000 grant to install lights along the quarter-mile walking trail in Powell Town Park.  The lights will allow the trail to accommodate walkers, joggers and bicyclers after dark.

“Busy schedules during the day often keep people from participating in stress-relieving recreation and exercise,” Riley said.  “This project will expand opportunities for Powell residents to improve their health and well-being, and I am pleased to provide these funds.”

The 175-watt metal light fixtures will be mounted 15 feet high and be placed 40 to 50 feet apart along the paved, circular trail.  Town officials say the project began because of the interest expressed by residents in starting walking programs.

Local funds of at least $11,250 have been committed to the trail project.

Riley notified Mayor Eugene Byrum that the grant had been approved.  The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Transportation.
