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Riley Awards $60,000 to Pave Walking Trail at Jemison Park

MONTGOMERY— Visitors to Jemison’s Town Park will soon be able to get their exercise on a paved trail thanks to a grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.


The $60,000 grant will be used to pave an existing dirt walking trail that city officials say is not well-defined and becomes slick and muddy after it rains. The new surface will make the 2,400-foot trail safer and usable in all conditions. 


“Outdoor activities contribute to improved health and lead to a better quality of life,” Riley said. “This paved walking trail will expand the opportunity for Jemison residents to enjoy the outdoors.”


Officials say a paved walking trail is the most requested recreational upgrade by citizens.  Many groups plan to utilize it for training and recreation, including high school sports teams and Dixie Youth baseball teams. 

The trail will be handicap accessible and be open all year during daylight hours.


Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Transportation’s Recreational Trails Program. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.


Riley informed Jemison Mayor Eddie Reed that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $15,000 will supplement the award.
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
