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Riley Awards $74,000 to Construct Walking Trail in Coaling

MONTGOMERY—Serious joggers and leisurely walkers alike will soon find some new pavement to pound in downtown Coaling thanks to a grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.  The town will use the $74,000 grant to construct a walking trail in Coaling Town Park.

The asphalt trail, measuring 10 feet wide and 3,650 feet long, will be the only trail of its kind within a 20-mile radius.  The park is located adjacent to town hall making the trail easily accessible to all Coaling residents.

“Communities can experience significant improvement in the health and well-being of citizens through recreational exercise,” Riley said.  “Coaling officials are working to improve the quality of life for their residents, and I am pleased to support their efforts.”

The new trail will provide residents with a safe and adequate place to walk, jog, bicycle or Rollerblade.  The trail also will provide parents with a healthy means to pass the time while their children are playing on one of the park’s ball fields or the playground.

The park is open from 5 a.m. to 9 p.m. daily.  Local funds of at least $18,500 have been committed to the trail project.

Riley notified Mayor Charley Foster that the grant had been approved.  The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Transportation.
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
