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Riley Awards $300,000 to Create New Jobs in Clay County    

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $300,000 grant to help bring new jobs to Clay County.
The Community Development Block Grant, awarded to the Clay County Commission, paves the way for an immediate expansion of Wellborn Cabinet Inc., resulting in 100 new jobs. 

The expansion requires rerouting a county road along with associated utilities. Wellborn will bear the costs of relocating the road while the grant will pay for moving the utility lines.  The road and utility adjustments also will enable future expansions planned by the Ashland company.
“This grant supports valuable new jobs for Clay County and further strengthens Alabama’s growing economy,” said Riley. “I am pleased to assist with the economic development of this region.”

Wellborn plans a $16 million expansion that includes a 199,000-square-foot addition. The new construction will increase the size of the plant to 1.49-million square feet. Wellborn employs nearly 1,500 people and supplies cabinetry throughout the United States.
Riley notified Commission Chairman Wayne Watts that the grant had been approved. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 

The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
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
