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Riley Awards Grant to Provide Shelter in Gadsden  

MONTGOMERY— A $179,000 grant awarded to the city of Gadsden by Gov. Bob Riley will lend a helping hand to people who need safe and secure temporary shelter.  

The grant will enable three Etowah County non-profit agencies to continue providing short-term shelter for domestic violence victims, wayward teens and homeless persons. 

“This grant ensures that people who find themselves homeless through no fault of their own are provided with a roof over their head,” Riley said. “I commend the work being done by these agencies to give our neighbors a helping hand in a time of great need.”

Rose Haven, a shelter for domestic violence victims, will receive $75,000 for its operations, the Salvation Army in Gadsden will receive $44,000 and $60,000 will be provided to Thirteenth Place, a shelter for runaway and homeless youth. 

Riley notified Gadsden Mayor Steve Means that the grant had been approved. 

Funding was made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department Health and Human Services. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.
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
