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Riley Awards $60,399 to Provide Shelter 

in Five Southwest Alabama Counties

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $60,399 grant to continue providing shelter for domestic violence victims in five southwest Alabama counties. 

The grant ensures that Harriet’s House, a non-profit domestic violence shelter based in Marengo County, can continue serving victims and their families. The facility also provides emergency shelter for victims from Choctaw, Clarke, Greene and Sumter counties. 

“Alabamians who are victims of domestic violence need a source of comfort and a safe place to stay,” said Riley. “I commend this service for giving a helping hand at a time of great need.”

Harriet House operates a 16-room shelter and employs a seven-person staff to help people escape volatile domestic situations. Victims are referred to Harriet’s House by area medical, judicial, law enforcement and social service agencies. Victims also may call a 24-hour hotline to receive help. 

Riley notified Ken Tucker, chairman of the Marengo County Commission, that the grant had been approved. The grant is administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs.
