Riley Awards Grant to Improve Shelter 
for Domestic Violence Victims in Baldwin County  
MONTGOMERY— A $20,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will help provide safe shelter for victims of domestic abuse in Baldwin County. 

The Lighthouse Inc. will use the grant to upgrade and increase security at its shelter which provides temporary housing for abused women and their families. 

“Victims and their families who are escaping violent and potentially deadly situations at home should be afforded safe and secure refuge,” Riley said. “I commend the Lighthouse staff and volunteers for their dedication in helping those in need.”
A permanent masonry fence will be built at the shelter to improve security and privacy. The shelter’s 8-foot-tall privacy fence was heavily damaged by hurricanes which struck the Gulf Coastal area during the past few years. 

Riley notified Albert Lipscomb, County Commission chairman, that the grant had been approved. 

Funding was made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.
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
