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Riley Awards $123,797 to Provide Shelter
 for Homeless in Tuscaloosa County 
MONTGOMERY— A $123,797 grant awarded to the city of Tuscaloosa by Gov. Bob Riley will lend a helping hand to people who need safe, temporary shelter and related care.   

The grant will enable three non-profit agencies to continue providing short-term, urgent services for domestic violence victims and the homeless.   

 “This grant ensures that people who are homeless through no fault of their own are provided a roof over their head and food to sustain them,” Riley said. “I commend the work being done by these agencies to give Alabamians a helping hand in a time of need.”

Funds will be distributed to SAN Inc., the Salvation Army and the Community Soup Bowl. SAN, also known as Turning Point, provides shelter and related services to domestic violence victims. The Salvation Army offers shelter, counseling and meals to the homeless while the Community Soup Bowl serves hot lunches five days a week to homeless and needy persons.  

Riley notified Mayor Walter Maddox that the grant had been approved. The grant is administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs.
