Governor Riley Announces Grant to Upgrade Glencoe High School Computer Lab
MONTGOMERY –Students at one Etowah County school will have the opportunity to advance their computer skills thanks to a grant announced today by Governor Bob Riley.

Glencoe High School will receive $12,500 in Appalachian Regional Commission funds to refurbish a computer lab with approximately 20 computers and state-of-the-art software. The new units will replace older models that no longer have the capacity to handle software upgrades.

“Computer skills are essential for the jobs of the 21st century. If we want to make sure our children have the skills and knowledge to compete for the best jobs, we’ve got to continue putting more technology in our classrooms,” said Governor Riley. “I’m very pleased to award these funds that will help give students some of the tools they need for success.” 

Glencoe students will use the lab to develop and improve computer skills that will better prepare them for college and enable them to obtain jobs that may offer higher salaries. School officials say the school’s entire enrollment of 350 students will have access to the lab and benefit from the enhancements.

Governor Riley notified Marion E. Smith, GHS principal, that the grant had been approved. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.

Created by Congress in 1965, the Appalachian Regional Commission is a partnership of federal, state and local governments dedicated to promoting economic growth and improving the quality of life in a 13-state region along the Appalachian Mountains.
