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Riley Awards Grant to Help the Homeless in Huntsville
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $200,000 to the city of Huntsville to ensure that safe, secure shelter is available for residents who find themselves homeless.

The city will distribute the funds to organizations that provide shelter and other services for individuals and families who are homeless for a variety of reasons. 
“We should do everything possible to help women and children who are victims of abuse and find themselves homeless.  Others who are homeless because of circumstances beyond their control also deserve our help,” Riley said. “I’m pleased to help Huntsville and the area’s faith-based and community organizations that are providing vital assistance to Alabamians faced with emergency situations.”

Six nonprofit groups will receive the funds:

· Crisis Services of North Alabama, a shelter for domestic violence victims, will receive $45,000. 
· Interfaith Mission Service, which offers counseling and job placement services, will get $23,500. 
· LIFT Housing will get $27,500 to provide transitional housing. 
· The Pathfinder, a drug and alcohol treatment program, will receive $40,000. 
· The Salvation Army will get $40,000 to help with the costs of operating an emergency shelter. 
· The Family Services Center will receive $14,000 to help the homeless with their finances.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award. Riley informed Huntsville Mayor Loretta Spencer that the grant had been approved. 
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
