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Barbour and Bullock Counties Will Keep Fighting Illegal Drugs with Grant from Riley
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $87,500 to continue the battle against the sale and use of illegal drugs in Barbour and Bullock counties. 

The grant enables the Barbour County Drug Task Force to continue arresting drug dealers, reducing drug-related crimes and ridding the counties of illegal drugs. Members of the Eufaula Police Department, the Barbour County Sheriff’s Department and the district attorney’s office formed the task force in 1990.
“The presence of drugs in our communities gives rise to crime and violence, so we must apprehend distributors and take them off the streets,” Riley said.  “This grant ensures that the Barbour County Drug Task Force can carry on its commendable work putting drug dealers behind bars.”

Working with state and federal agencies, the task force combines resources to more effectively identify, investigate, arrest and prosecute drug offenders.  In addition to investigating drug cases, the task force conducts drug-awareness campaigns with area schools, churches and civic organizations.

Riley notified Eufaula Mayor Jay Jaxon that the grant had been approved.  The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.  Matching funds of at least $87,500 will supplement the award.
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
