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Riley Awards Grant for ATV Safety Training 
MONTGOMERY— One of Alabama’s fastest growing motor sports could also be one of the state’s most dangerous if precautions aren’t taken. 
However, a $60,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley could go a long way in helping riders of all-terrain vehicles avoid injuries by taking proper precautions and learning basic operating rules.  
Funds will be used to establish a series of ATV training sessions and safety awareness campaigns for ATV riders. The sessions, which are scheduled to be conducted at six locations throughout Alabama, will include information on safety operation and maintenance of ATVs including using protective gear. 
“All terrain vehicles provide riders of all ages with a wholesome outdoor activity, but as with any motorized vehicle there are dangers,” Riley said. “This grant will ensure that riders are supplied with information that enables them to safely enjoy this recreation.”
The training program will be assisted by Troy University public radio, which will air programs on ATV safety, as well as the Alabama Cooperative Extension System and the 4-H program, which will train and certify volunteers to conduct ATV safety programs. ATV programs will be conducted at Minooka Park, one of the few off-road vehicle parks in Alabama. Other training sites are still being considered. 

Riley notified Dr. C. Michael Moriarty, AU vice president of research, that the grant had been approved. 

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 
Funds were made available through a program of the U.S. Department of Transportation’s Recreational Trails program.  
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
