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Riley Announces Grant to Foster Development

of Adult and Student Leaders in Education
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has announced a $200,000 grant to Auburn University to provide professional development opportunities for administrators, teachers and students in four Alabama school systems.

The university will use the Appalachian Regional Commission funds to support its Instructional Improvement Institute.  The program seeks to enrich education in Fayette, Hale, Macon and Tallapoosa counties through the development of leadership skills and improved instruction.

“This innovative program empowers participants to play an active and productive role in shaping the future of education in their communities,” Riley said.  “I commend Auburn University for working to improve educational opportunities for students.”

The institute offers monthly professional development sessions to principals and administrators on instructional improvement, problem solving, effective communication and action planning.  Teachers and assistant principals may participate in sessions that focus on team building, improving instruction and communicating a shared vision for excellence.

The program also identifies students to fill leadership roles in their educational communities.  The students serve on school and district advisory boards, receive training in leadership skills and are encouraged to consider careers in education.

Riley notified Dr. C.M. Moriarty, AU associate provost and vice president of research, that the grant had been approved.  The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant.

Created by Congress in 1965, the Appalachian Regional Commission is a partnership of federal, state and local governments dedicated to promoting economic growth and improving the quality of life in a 13-state region along the Appalachian Mountains.
