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Riley Awards Training Grant to Northport Manufacturer
New Skills will Boost Employee Earning Potential and Job Security
MONTGOMERY—A $49,986 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will enable workers at a Northport company to attain valuable new skills that will enhance their earning potential by making their company more efficient and competitive.

StressCrete Inc. is implementing new software designed to increase efficiency in the areas of production and delivery.  The company will use the grant to train key employees in the operation of the software.  Other employees, recently promoted to supervisory positions, will receive leadership and management training.  In all, 55 employees will be trained.

“Workers who strengthen their skills become more valuable to their employer and therefore increase their earning potential,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to work with StressCrete to make this opportunity available and help employees improve their quality of life.”

Company officials say that the facility will operate more efficiently and effectively, increasing StressCrete’s market viability, once trained workers have the new software up and running. An expected drop in production costs will lead to greater job security and potentially higher wages for workers.

StressCrete, in business since 1995, manufactures concrete poles that are used to support lights and power lines along roads, sporting fields and other areas.  The company will contribute an additional $98,286 for the training.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Labor.  Tim Alford, director of the Office of Workforce Development, notified Linda C. Cooper, StressCrete accounting and human resources manager, that the grant had been approved.
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
