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Riley Awards $96,135 to Help Huntsville Workers 

Upgrade Their Skills
MONTGOMERY— Workers at three companies in Huntsville will learn new skills and improve their job security thanks to three grants totaling $96,135 awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.

The companies will train their employees in a variety of skills designed to improve product quality and increase manufacturing efficiency. 
 “This training will help workers improve their skills and provide an opportunity for them to earn higher wages while helping these Alabama companies remain competitive,” Riley said.
A $50,000 grant will enable Siemens VDO Automotive Electronics Inc. to train 80 employees. The plant, which manufactures electrical systems for automobiles, will assume $64,306 of the training costs. In the training, 60 production workers will learn skills to increase efficiency and 20 maintenance workers will learn skills in safety, troubleshooting and preventative maintenance.
Future Research Corp. will use a $20,525 grant to train 11 employees in skills to improve the quality of the engineering, information technology and multimedia services it provides to corporate, government and military clients. Future Research will contribute $47,911 toward the training costs. 
With a $25,610 grant, Aerostar will train its eight employees in methods to increase the efficiency and quality of their work. In addition, five workers will learn how to operate a forklift. Aerostar, a metal finishing company, will pay $38,485 of the training costs. 
Riley awarded the grants from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Labor. The Alabama Office of Workforce Development will administer the awards.
OWD Director Tim Alford informed Wolfgang Burkhardt of Siemens, Karen Edney of Future Research and Terry Key of Aerostar that the grants had been approved.
