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Riley Announces Grant to Improve Two Parks in Cullman County  
MONTGOMERY – Gov. Bob Riley announced grants totaling $100,000 to improve two Cullman County parks. 
The city of Hanceville was awarded a $50,000 grant to make improvements at a ball complex while another $50,000 grant awarded to the town of Colony will be used to update equipment and make repairs at its park.
 “Outdoor recreational facilities encourage healthful activities, bring communities together and contribute to the overall vitality of cities and towns,” Riley said. “I am pleased to play a role in providing these funds.” 
Hanceville will use the funds at C.W. Day Park to replace dilapidated light poles around the fields and construct a building to house a concession stand and press box at the ball complex. The town is also considering installing a paved walk from the parking lot into the park.  
The Colony project includes renovating a pavilion, upgrading and purchasing new playground equipment and building a changing room for the park’s water splash pad. 

Riley notified mayors Katie Whitely of Hanceville and Earlene Johnson of Colony that the grants had been approved.  Each city is providing the required 50 percent match of $50,000 for the projects. 

The grants were made available to the state through the federal Land and Water Conservation Fund. The LWCF program was created in 1965 by Congress to assist states to develop recreational facilities. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 
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
