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Riley Awards Grant to Upgrade Skills at 
SunBridge Assisted Living Facilities 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $118,962 in grants to enhance employee skills and improve services for the residents at assisted living facilities in Colbert, Elmore and Morgan counties. 

SunBridge Care and Rehabilitation in Muscle Shoals, Tuscumbia and Decatur received $81,453 to train 140 employees and SunBridge at Merry Wood in Elmore received a $37,509 grant to train 50 employees. The year-long, on-site training will be customized to fit specific jobs at each facility.  

 “This training will help ensure that residents receive the best care possible.  At the same time, it provides employees the opportunity to improve their skills,” Riley said.

Training will cover health care, culinary skills and dietary services. It will be provided by the regional career centers, county health departments and Druid City Hospital of Tuscaloosa. 

Dr. Tim Alford, director of the state Office of Workforce Development, notified Gregg C. Waycaster, regional director of operations at SunBridge, that the grants had been approved. SunBridge is providing an additional $153,866 for the training 

Funds for the grants were provided to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Labor. The grants are being administered by the Alabama Office of Workforce Development.
