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Riley Announces Grant to Build Deatsville Park 
MONTGOMERY – A $10,500 grant, announced by Gov. Bob Riley, will help the town of Deatsville take a giant step toward getting its first municipal park. 
Funds will be used to help the town purchase a two-acre site off Alabama Highway 143 and across the road from the town hall and fire station. 
“Our parks are places that not only encourage Alabamians to get outside and enjoy recreational activities, but they are also places that bring children, families and communities together,” Riley said. “I commend those in Deatsville for their dedication in making this park a reality, and it pleases me to announce this grant.” 

While much of the park will remain undeveloped for now, the town is considering building picnic areas, pavilion, playground, walking trail and restrooms. 

Riley notified Mayor Clayton Edgar that the grant had been approved. The town is providing the required 50 percent match of $10,500 for the project. 
The grant was made available to the state through the federal Land and Water Conservation Fund. The LWCF program was created in 1965 by Congress to help each state to develop recreational facilities. 

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 
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
