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Riley Announces $47,500 Grant

to Expand Recreation in Tallapoosa County 

MONTGOMERY – A $47,500 grant, announced by Gov. Bob Riley, will create additional recreational opportunities in the Tallapoosa County town of New Site. 

Funds will be used to build a third ball field at a sports complex previously part of the former high school. The town will also construct a two-story building that includes a press box and storage area on the upper level and concession area and restrooms on the first floor. 

“Outdoor recreation parks not only promote healthful activities, but often serve as the hub of small communities throughout Alabama,” Riley said. “I am pleased to play a role in providing these funds.” 

Town officials say that the field, which can be used for softball or baseball, is necessary to keep up with the growing demand of youth sports in the town and surrounding communities. The ball field will also have a fence, backstop and dugouts. 

Riley notified Mayor Glenn Fuller that the grant had been approved. The town is providing the required 50 percent match of $47,500 for the project. 

The grant was made available to the state through the federal Land and Water Conservation Fund. The LWCF program was created in 1965 by Congress to help each state to develop recreational facilities. 

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 
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
