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Riley Awards Grant to Improve Juvenile Accountability System 
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded an $82,585 grant to continue implementation of a system that makes juvenile delinquent records available to law enforcement and court officials across the state. 

The juvenile data improvement project is a computerized database of juvenile crime histories being implemented by the state Administrative Office of Courts.  The database will enable officials to monitor and determine proper punishment for juveniles who have been in trouble with the law. 
 “Juveniles whose records appear clean will no longer be insulated from prosecution if they previously committed offenses in another area,” Riley said. “This program will ensure that criminal histories follow law-breaking juveniles and it will enable authorities to apply the proper punishment.”

The project is a continuation of efforts by the Alabama Juvenile Justice Technology Committee to provide easily retrievable criminal backgrounds and histories of juvenile offenders. Supplied with that information, juvenile court judges will be able to determine an appropriate sentence for juveniles ranging from public service projects to incarceration. The committee is made up of court, law enforcement and social service representatives throughout Alabama. 

Riley notified Randy Helms, administrative director of AOC, that the grant had been approved. AOC is providing an additional $9,176 for the project. 

Funds for the grant were provided through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award.
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
