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Riley Awards Grant to Help Workers in DeKalb County 

Improve Job Skills
MONTGOMERY—Workers at a DeKalb County company will soon learn new job skills to help their plant improve efficiency and product quality thanks to a $50,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.
The Gas House in Fort Payne will provide training for its 193 employees in areas that will improve production and customer satisfaction. The company, which manufactures a variety of metal parts for automobiles, tractors, forklifts and cranes, will contribute $124,468 toward the training. 
“Efficient production methods are essential to remaining competitive in today’s global economy,” Riley said. “I’m pleased to provide these funds to help workers at an Alabama company improve their skills and increase their earning potential.”
Company officials say the training will help The Gas House move closer to achieving certification by the International Organization for Standardization, a requirement of some of its customers.  The training will help employees better organize their production areas and improve communication between departments and customers.
Quality Systems & Services International will train the workers over an eight-month period.
Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Labor. The Alabama Office of Workforce Development will administer the award.
