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Riley Announces $25,000 for New Field in Brookwood
MONTGOMERY—Brookwood residents soon will have their own field for football and soccer games thanks to a grant, Gov. Bob Riley announced.

The town will use the $25,000 grant to construct a new field on town-owned property adjacent to Brookwood Town Park.
“The availability of additional recreational activities can improve the health and quality of life for residents,” Riley said. “I am pleased to make this funding available for the expansion of outdoor recreational facilities in Brookwood.”

Brookwood officials say that children from the town currently travel 25 miles to a park in Tuscaloosa to play in a soccer league. The new field will make it possible for them to play many games much closer to home. Also, the field will be a home field for town youths participating in a youth football league based in Tuscaloosa.

The park, constructed in 1981, includes two baseball fields, two softball fields, a walking track, tennis courts and a playground. 

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Interior’s Land and Water Conservation Fund. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award.

Riley informed Brookwood Mayor Alton Hyche of the grant’s approval. The town is providing the required 50 percent match of $25,000 for the project.
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
