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Riley Announces Grant for Tennis Courts in East Brewton
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has announced a $30,000 grant to expand recreational opportunities in East Brewton.

The city will use the funds to construct two tennis courts at R.T. Johnson Park.


“Outdoor recreation promotes healthful activity and community involvement,” Riley said. “I commend East Brewton officials for improving the quality of life in their city by expanding recreational activities.”


The tennis courts will be the city’s first. City officials say the courts were desired by residents who wanted a convenient, public place to play tennis. 


Once constructed, the courts will be open from daylight to dusk all year. City officials plan to add lighting to the courts in the future to expand playing time.


The park was developed in 2001 and currently has two lighted baseball fields, a concession stand and restrooms.


Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Interior’s Land and Water Conservation Fund. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award.

Riley informed East Brewton Mayor Terry Clark of the grant’s approval. The city is providing matching funds of $30,000 for the project.
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
