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Grant to Help Red Bay Municipal Building

 to Conserve Energy; Save Taxpayer Funds 
MONTGOMERY— When a new municipal building is built in the town of Red Bay one thing will be missing: high energy costs. 

A $150,000 grant, awarded by Gov. Bob Riley, will ensure the building, which will house city hall and the police department, is equipped with the latest energy conservation equipment. The complex will replace a building that burned in May. 
 “Global events have made us all more aware of the need to conserve energy,” Riley said. “I commend the town of Red Bay for taking steps to conserve fuel and be good stewards of taxpayer money.”
Items to be installed in the new building include Energy Star windows and doors built to conserve energy, energy-efficient heating and cooling equipment and lighting fixtures and water-saving products. 

Energy Star is a government backed program that encourages energy efficiency in houses and businesses. Energy Star products typically are built to be 10 to 50 percent more energy efficient than standard building materials and appliances. 

Riley notified Mayor Jeff Reid that the grant had been approved.  
The grant was awarded from state funds and is administered by the Energy, Weatherization and Technology Division of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs. 
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
