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Riley Awards Grant to Gauge State’s Traffic Safety Programs 
MONTGOMERY— How effective are Alabama’s programs to improve traffic safety and reduce the number of injuries and deaths? 

A Tuscaloosa research center has been awarded $117,143 to find the answer, and if needed suggest alternative programs. The grant, awarded by Gov. Bob Riley, will enable CARE Research and Development Laboratory to continue monitoring and evaluating programs to determine if they are meeting expectations by increasing traffic safety and taking unsafe drivers off the road. 

“State and local officials have a responsibility to make Alabama’s highways as safe as possible, but we must also be good stewards of taxpayer money,” Riley said. “This research enables us to ensure that public funds for highway programs are spent wisely and are effectively saving lives and reducing injuries.”
Data received by the laboratory will help researchers determine the cause and location of crashes and develop strategies, if necessary, to improve highway safety. CARE will also conduct training sessions for law enforcements to help them make best use of the data. 
Riley notified Cynthia Hope, director of CARE, that the grant had been approved. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant. 

Funds for the grant were made available through a program of the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration.   
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
