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Riley Awards $4.06 Million to Help Alabamians Find Employment 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $4.06 million grant to help Alabamians, including those who lost their jobs as a result of layoffs and business closings, find employment. 

Funds will be used to maintain services at six CareerLink Centers throughout Alabama. The centers provide employment assistance, adult education and job training. The affected centers are located in Dallas, Lee, Montgomery, Shelby, Talladega and Tuscaloosa counties.
“Services provided by Alabama’s CareerLink Centers are one reason why the Office of Workforce Development was recently named the best of its type in the nation,” Riley said. “The staff in this program is committed to helping Alabamians obtain jobs.”
The mission of the CareerLink Center is to partner the right job seeker with the right employer. The centers post job openings and enable job interviews to be conducted on site. In addition, many job seekers are also eligible for additional training or improved education designed to lead to better paying jobs. 

The grant was awarded to the Central Alabama Skills Training Consortium at Southern Union State Community College.
