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Riley Awards Grant to Help Rid Chambers County
of Illegal Drugs
MONTGOMERY— Drug dealers are not welcome in Chambers County.  Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $29,000 to the city of Valley to help make that message clear.
With the grant, the Chambers County Multi-Jurisdictional Task Force will continue its mission of investigating, arresting and prosecuting drug offenders.
“We must not tolerate the illegal distribution of drugs in our communities,” Riley said.  “I am awarding this grant to make sure the Chambers County task force can continue their commendable work of putting drug dealers behind bars.”
Since 1998, the Chambers County Sheriff’s Department, the district attorney’s office and the police departments of Lafayette, Lanett and Valley have worked together and with other local, state and federal law enforcement agencies to apprehend manufacturers, traffickers and distributors of illegal drugs.
The task force seeks to reduce drug-related crime through the use of informants, undercover drug purchases and other intelligence-gathering techniques which lead to the seizure of money, weapons and vehicles used in illegal activities.

To warn residents of the dangers of illegal drug use, the group conducts awareness programs at schools, fire departments, club meetings and churches.
Riley notified Valley Mayor Arnold Leak that the grant had been approved.  The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice.  Matching funds of $29,000 have been committed to the task force.
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
