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Riley Awards $45,261 for Drug Prevention Program 

in Elmore County Schools

MONTGOMERY—Eighth-grade students in Elmore County schools will learn how to take “positive action” to avoid illegal drugs thanks to a grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.

The $45,261 grant will enable the Montgomery-based Council on Substance Abuse to present the Positive Action drug prevention program to about 600 eighth graders in the Elmore County school system. 

“Youth need guidance to help them stay away from drugs so they can become productive, responsible adults,” Riley said. “I am pleased to support this effort to show students the strong benefits of staying drug free.”

The program teaches children how to avoid drugs and negative behaviors by developing a positive self-concept and using critical-thinking skills to make positive choices. Students learn these concepts through a variety of methods including stories, question and answer sessions, role-playing and games.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Education. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award. Riley informed Alice Murphy, president of the Council on Substance Abuse, that the grant had been approved.
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
