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Riley Awards Grant to Build New Senior Center in Jacksonville 
MONTGOMERY— Jacksonville senior citizens who have patiently been waiting for a new center for meals and activities won’t have to wait much longer thanks to a $250,000 grant from Gov. Bob Riley. 
The Community Development Block Grant will be used to construct a 4,000-square-foot senior citizen center. The center will replace a more than 50-year-old building that was closed after a major roof leak prompted a temporary move to the town’s community center. 
“Our senior citizens, who have sacrificed and given so much to our state and nation, deserve a modern facility where they can take full advantages of programs offered to them,” Riley said. “This center will enhance the quality of life for older residents, and I am proud to play a role in this project.”

The building, which will be adjacent to the community center, will include a 50-by-50-foot main activity room that can be divided into two rooms when necessary. It will also have a modern kitchen, bathrooms, offices and storage areas. 

Riley notified Mayor Johnny Smith that the grant had been approved. The city is providing $379,929 in local funding for the project. 

Riley awarded the grant from funds provided to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.
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
