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Riley Awards Grant to Improve Sanitation in Centre 

MONTGOMERY – Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $500,000 grant to eliminate a potential health hazard and improve the quality of life for residents in Centre. 

The Community Development Block Grant will be used to replace old and damaged sewer lines in the eastern portion of the city. The damaged lines cause sewage to back up in toilets, basements and yards and the problem is compounded when heavy rains infiltrate the lines, city officials said.  

“This grant will help the town of Centre to solve a potential health hazard,” Riley said. “I commend city officials in Centre for their efforts and dedication in solving this problem.”

Improvements will benefit more than 300 persons along Northwood Drive and a section of Alabama Highway 9. The project area includes a hospital, senior citizen home and public housing complex as well as residences.  
In addition to replacing 40-year clay sewer lines, the city will install new pumps capable of adequately transferring sewage to the wastewater facility. 

Riley notified Mayor Phil Powell that the grant had been approved. Centre is providing $57,290 in local funding for the project. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 

Funds were made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
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
