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Riley Awards Grant to Provide Safe Water in Cullman County  
MONTGOMERY – For many years, residents in two Cullman County communities have lived with low water pressure and almost no water for fire protection. Now they are getting some help thanks to a grant by Gov. Bob Riley. 

Riley awarded a $400,000 grant to replace undersized and deteriorated water lines near the Bug Tussle community and along County Road 76. Both communities are in western Cullman County. 
 “Community Development Block Grants enable communities to undertake vital projects that local governments otherwise might be unable to afford,” Riley said. “This grant will provide a basic public service that many of us take for granted.”

More than 120 residents in the two areas will benefit from the project which is part of a long-range plan to upgrade the entire Cullman County Water System. Six- and 8-inch pipes will replace the existing 2-3-inch lines which are inadequate to provide sufficient water pressure for customers. Fire hydrants also will be installed along the routes of the new lines. 
Riley notified Wiley Kitchen, commission chairman, that the grant had been approved. Local funding of $119,472 has been pledged for the project.  

The grant is part of a package of 38 CDBG projects being awarded by Riley and administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs. Funding for the grants was made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
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
