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Riley Awards Grant for Improvements
in Haynesville and Mosses 

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded grants to improve living conditions and reduce health hazards in two Lowndes County towns. 

Riley awarded a $400,000 grant to Hayneville to upgrade its sewer system. A $400,000 grant has been awarded to Mosses to improve deteriorating streets and poor drainage.  
 “These Community Development Block Grants enable small governments to undertake vital projects without having to divert funds from essential daily services,” Riley said. “I commend local officials for improving their community and the health and safety of their citizens.”
The Hayneville grant will be used to expand the town’s wastewater treatment facility to avoid continued environmental violations and fines from the Alabama Department of Environmental Management. 

Mosses will use its grant to widen and resurface about 7,000 feet of Main Street from Rose Lane to Lowndes County 2. The project will include reconstructing sidewalks and improving drainage on the side of the road. 

Riley notified Mayors Helenor Bell of Hayneville and William Scott of Mosses that the grants had been approved. Hayneville is providing $370,000 in local funds for their project while Mosses is adding an additional $40,793 to its project. Matching funds are often critical in obtaining competitive CDBG funding.
The grants are two of 38 CDBG awards totaling $15.6 million presented by Riley to Alabama’s towns, cities and counties for projects to upgrade vital services.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants. 

Funding for the grants was made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
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
