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Riley Awards Grant to Rebuild Hayneville Senior Center 
MONTGOMERY— Since a May fire, a Hayneville senior citizen center has had to retreat to an abandoned one-room church, but a grant by Gov. Bob Riley will enable the center to make a comeback. 

The $193,551 Community Development Block Grant will be used to construct a 3,000-square-foot senior citizen center in the town. The center provides lunches, activities and medical screenings for about 65 senior citizens. 
“Senior citizens need and deserve modern facilities designed specifically for them,” Riley said.  “This center will play a major role in enhancing the quality of life of our elderly residents and I am pleased to provide these funds.”

The new center will feature a dining area, craft and sewing room, exercise room, a modern kitchen, restrooms, office and storage space and improved parking. The facility will be constructed at the same location as the former building on property owned by the Lowndes County Commission.  
The center, which began operation in 1979, was forced to drop many of its programs because of inadequate space after relocating to the church. 

Riley notified Charlie King, commission chairman, that the grant had been approved. The county is providing local funding of $193,648 for the project. 

The grant was awarded from funds provided to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  Riley has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.
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
